2) search a keyword term, like an author term, right from the homepage to search all structures at the same time

3) browsing through the format structures, like directly visiting the lesson plans structure

4) doing a search and then showing off / explaining the various facets like 
a) structure name
b)  "document type" 
c) publication date
d) "keywords: which are pulled from the keywords field and subject area, aka ABLE Taxonomy.
